Minutes of Meeting

March 23, 2009

Call to Order:  Judge Henry W. Bertram called the meeting to order.

Judge Bertram gave a brief overview to the members that were not at the first meeting as to what had taken place since the first public meeting in November 2008, and reviewed the minutes from the last meeting.  Motion to approve by Leva Kidd, second by Jack Caldwell, approved unanimously. 
Question from Ed Sissel:   How Henry County is being provided with ambulance service?  
Judge Bertram reported that he spoke to Henry County Judge/Executive John Brent and that Henry County is using paid volunteers from other counties, and using a billing company in the same manner as we are.

Judge Bertram discussed the email from Zack Thayer and it was decided that Don Baker would invite David Eldridge to our next meeting.

The Judge began discussion around the three goals that were decided upon in the last meeting.  The discussion began with thoughts and ideas around whether we need an Ambulance District and a Fire District or, an Ambulance/Fire District.  Many points were discussed with 

1.  Don Baker reading his comments 


2.  Cutting budgets by Shelia Sorrell 

3.  Make sure we were looking to the future, Terry Logan


4.  And many other comments
A lengthy discussion was held.
Motion was made by Bob Pettit to separate the two districts and to look at only an Ambulance District now, then look to create a Fire District sometime in July.  Motion was seconded by Don Baker.  Motion carried unanimously.
Judge Bertram then presented information, to the best extent possible at this time, about where and how funding could be generated.  Much discussion was held around this presentation.

Motion by Herman Shack to acknowledge and accept the plan for funding ambulance service, seconded by Ed Sissell, motion passed unanimously. 
This covered 2 of the goals from the last meeting.  It was decided to hold the next meeting on April 20, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in order to discuss the location of the second ambulance.

The Judge informed the committee, based on the decisions made during this meeting, that the Fiscal Court would proceed with asking County Attorney Jeff Dean to create an Ambulance District Ordinance through KRS 108.105, throughout the county, except for the Kenton Community taxing district area and the Northern Pendleton taxing district area.  Don Baker, speaking as only a member of the Northern Pendleton Fire District Board, and not speaking for the board, stated that maybe in the future a merger of the two districts might be possible.
Motion by Gary Veirs to adjourn, seconded by Stan Love, motion carried.
