Snow Removal Specifications

1. Plowing—Contractor responsible for the plowing of all parking lots and driveways, including entrances and exits anytime snowfall reaches 1.5 or more inches of accumulation.

2. Ice Control—Contractor to apply ice control on all parking lots and driveways, including entrances and exits with snowfall under 1.5 inches of accumulation.  With forecast of ice, contractor shall apply pretreatment to said areas and retreat when necessary.
3. Walkways—Snowfall of 1.5 or more inches, contractor to plow/shovel snow from all walkways and door entrances of building, and treat with ice control.  Snowfall under 1.5 inches of accumulation, contractor to apply ice control to walkways and door entrances of building.

4. Material for Ice Control—Rock Salt or Brine to be allowed on surfaces including parking lots, driveways and entrances.  Rock Salt mix with calcium chloride or magnesium chloride or brine to be used on all walkways and door entrances.

5. Equipment—Contractor must own his own equipment.  Contractor may not sublease any work.
6. Insurance---Contractor shall provide a copy of driver’s license for anyone operating a licensed vehicle on the property along with proper auto insurance liability coverage. Contractor shall carry workers comp insurance on any employee caring out work related to snow removal. Contractor shall have no less than $100,000.00 in snow removal liability insurance.
