Please be advised that I represent the Kenton Fire Protection District. As you know, the
Kenton Fire District covers part of Pendleton County. On many occasions, the Xenton Fire
District has been requested to provide EMS service to the rest of Pendleton: County due 1o the
inability of the Pendieton County Ambulance from being zble to make that TESpOnse.

It has come to the attention of the Fire District Board that Northern Pendleton Fire
Protection District has now chosen to withdraw providing backup service into the area of
Pendleton County cutside of that Fire District when Pendleton County is unable to have its
second EMS unit respond to calls.

It is the belief of the Kenton Fire District Board that this action by the Northern
Pendleton Fire Distriet Board will create an even greater demand on the Kenton Fire Distict to
provide EMS service inte Pendleton County outside of the fire district houndaries.

Therefore, it is the wish of the Kenton Fire Protection District Board to enter into
negotiations with the Pendleton County Fiscal Court so that a contract/interlocal agreement can
be entered into between the Fiscal Court and the Kenton Fire District to address the issue of
when the Kenton Fire District will provide backup EMS service into Pendleton County. As you
know, the cost to provide EMS service has been escalating and the Fire District Board does not

believe it is in the best interest of its taxpayers at their expense to provide EMS servicg

Drear Tom and Members of Kenton Fire District Board:

Please aceept this letter in response to your letier, dated Decernber 2, 2008, The
Pendleton County Fiscal Court over the past 15 plus vears has been operating an
wmbulance service from its county budget with no additional revernue due to the failure of
the proposed license plate tax. We have been able to scrape jogether the money necded
to cover one ambulance and a volunteer backup smbulance.

Two plus years ago, we were placed in a situation where we were to lose Advanced Life
Support for our citizens. "The Fiscal Court was forced to oreate a 5% payroll tax, placed
on ony workforco to cover the cost of this service.

Orver the past several years the Pendleton County ambulance run vohwne has more than
doubled, causing our volunteer backup ambunlance to miss many more runs than we
would like. Kenton Community Fire District has been extremaly gracious in maldng
many of these runs and we know it kas placed an undo burden on your operations and
ultimately a cost to the Fire Distriet.

The Fiscal Court has looked at many ways to correct this problem, but as you nre aware,
it always comes down to-*where do we get the money™? The economy being so uncertain

is causing us o Jook to the tax payer for advice in whether they foel additional services
are needed end whether they are willing to pay for those additionsl services. We will be
holding a public meeting at 7:00 PM on Decomber the 18™ in the upstairs courtroom of
the Pendleton County Courthouse in order to obtain public sentiment. We want to hold
this public mesting in order t0 pregent this issne in as open and a2 fair a marmer as
possible. We would invite your participation in this important meeting.

Your lotier is requesting a signed apreemeont in order to come to some sort of mutual
bonofit to both parties. It is the hope of the Fiscal Court that some type of funding
resolution or at least a direction will come out of this public hearing. We believe until we
have additional funding, it would be impossible to generate an agreement that would be
agrecable to both partics. .

We know that you are eware of how difficult these decisions are, and we would be very
approciative of your paticnco over the next couple of months, We also understand that
you must make decisions that are in the best interest of your tax payers. Thus, we will
contioue to work toward o solution, and in the meantime, we cean only thank you for =il
the help that you have provided ond are providing, We will understand and respect any
docision that you malce in dealing with this matter.
