In Re: Approval of Agenda
Judge Fields presented the agenda for the meeting. Magistrate Plummer made a motion, seconded by Magistrate Mineer to approve the agenda as presented, motion carried. 

 In Re: Approval of Minutes

Fiscal Court Clerk, Marianne Roseberry provided the minutes to the court from the August 26, 2025 meeting. Magistrate Plummer made a motion, seconded by Magistrate Whaley to approve both minutes as presented, motion carried. 

In Re: Treasurer’s Report

Pendleton County Treasurer, Marianne Roseberry, provided the court with a copy of the treasurer’s report for the month of August 2025. This was presented for review with final determination to be made at the next regular scheduled meeting.
In Re: Karen Delaney- Dolly Parton Imagination Library
Karen Delaney presented information on the Dolly Parton Imagination Library in Pendleton County. She stated they have 552 active children enrolled. Magistrate Gregg made a motion, seconded by Magistrate Mineer to approve a donation of $2,000.00 to the Pendleton County Education Foundation for the Dolly Parton Imagination Library, motion carried.
In Re: Reappointment of Martha Gosney and Dana Wyatt to the PCJPC Board for a 4-yr term
Magistrate Gregg made a motion, seconded by Magistrate Whaley to reappoint Martha Gosney and Dana Wyatt to the Pendleton County Joint Planning Commission, motion carried. 
In Re: Renewal – Air Evac
Judge Fields presented the Air Evac contract. Magistrate Mineer made a motion, seconded by Magistrate Plummer to approve the Air Evac contract for $54,284.00, motion carried. 
In Re: ATV Ordinance
Judge Fields presented and had the first reading of the ATV Ordinance. No action taken.

In Re: Tami Vater – Update
Tami Vater gave an update on Economic Development and Tourism. She stated she is working on north and south county welcome signs. She stated the new sign for the Butler Industrial Park is up. She has submitted the other KDPI Grant for 1.9 million. Pendleton County is a finalist for Beautify the Bluegrass for the Boo Project and will be recognized on October 8, 2025. They will have the Gates Youth Leadership Program again this year. The booth at the Kentucky State Fair went well and the Pendleton County Economic Development has a new website.
