If we want to improve we must improve
our clientele and good families will not move here if we are known as a refuge for drug users and
burdens on society from other communities. | have lived here my entire life and remember a time
when you could go to Falmouth or Butler and not feel like you needed a conceal/carry permit
because you might be in danger. | have major concerns about the classmates my children will have
in Pendleton County schools and those | am concerned about have no roots in this community and
their parents care more about what they can get for free than if their child gets an education or
behaves at school. If this progression continues those who have the resources will leave the county
and then nothing will be left but those who take advantage of the system.

Our county needs zoning laws and regulations similar to those in Grant and Campbell counties. No
progressive industries will come in and/or will potential growth take place until the junk/ trash is
cleaned up. Falmouth is the eyesore of Pendleton County and Northern Kentucky. Falmouth is a
discussing example of neglect, it is worn out and beyond repair in the flood plain areas. Crime,
drugs, and poverty are currently the main attributes of Falmouth. City government is almost non-
existent in terms of having the ability or credibility to correct its civil issues. The city's revenue
stream has diminished due to the poor quality of life that is being tolerated. Perhaps moving the
county seat out of Falmouth would be the best first step to set the path of growth and improvement
for Pendleton County.

We love this place... but we're gone as soon as we can build our new house."

Pendleton County is a good county to live in. We need to look at what we do have here in the
county, like Kincaid Park, Licking River, farmland, rural setting and find ways to utilize that better.

This community can thrive on small run stores and its rural atmosphere but it needs a thriving
center along its main highways that can draw people in and meet their needs. While we should not
stop all business in the more rural areas of the county it needs to be regulated so the natural



beauty/scenery is not lost. We want people visiting farms and parks and buying home spun goods in
the country while industry and commercial business in along 27 and the AA (still easily accessible
from anywhere in the county).

Until we reverse the ever growing number of blighted properties, in the towns and county, it does
little good to plan for new development. The county, Falmouth and Butler governments, must start
serious enforcement of existing regulations. Force property owners to clean up and maintain their
property, so there is a better chance to attract and encourage new development. Next to me is a
property (single wide trailer) that has been abandoned for several years and the taxes unpaid for 8 or
10 years (except once by me and once by a land company), yet the county does nothing to force a
foreclosure or force the property to be maintained. This story is repeated many, many times across
our county. It needs to become the exception rather than the rule.
